Sermon Series on the Books of the Bible #49 Rev. Dr. H. Andrew Silman

Silent Reflection and Prayer

Paul’s letter to the churches in Ephesus (ca. A.D. 62) provides theological instruction on the work of Christ
in reconciling those who were dead in their sins to God, which happens through God’s fatherly
predestination and adoption. The reconciliation extends to human relationships as the work of Christ tears
down superficial prejudices by the transformational power of the gospel. What is the biggest problem we
humans face? Depending on whom you ask, you will get many different answers: Racism, poverty, lack of
education, religious extremism, or gender inequality will be mentioned, to name a few. Paul leaves us in no
doubt as to what he thinks is our biggest problem: (2:1) “You were dead!” As children of Adam, we are born
spiritually dead, without hope, and unable to resuscitate ourselves. By nature, we are “children of wrath” and
in ourselves are unable to find life. We are not knocked out, incapacitated, tied up, or merely in need of a
little more time or education or social assistance. Dead men can do nothing to revive themselves; however,
God in grace by the obedience, death and resurrection of his Son — gives life to the dead. Praise God that,
because of his extravagant mercy, he brought us back from the dead and made us his workmanship, for his

glory!
